Working week	For Teachers, SNCT conditions apply - 35 hour working week, over 40 weeks per year.

Healthshield	Seamab provides employees with a Level 1 health cash plan.  This includes access to mywellness online tools and information, 24/7 counselling and support helpline, face to face counselling, mindfulness app and online health assessments.

Holidays	The holiday year for Teachers is in line with the academic year, September to August, there are 40 days annual leave per year, which includes public holidays.

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In the past, Seamab had difficulty connecting emotionally with potential donors and the local community.  For privacy reasons we can’t show the children’s faces in promotional material to tell their specific stories which in turn made it difficult to engage with the outside world. The Sea Changers are a set of characters who give Seamab an endearing voice to tell their story.
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Joy has always lived at Seamab.  When some kids arrive here they can’t seem to find her.  They’ve never met her before and they don’t really know what she looks like.  When they are introduced to her they can be hostile at first – she is a stranger after all.  Given enough time, care and attention, every one of our kids can get to know Joy.
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Hope is never lost at Seamab.  She’s lived here for a long time and she knows the place like the back of her hand.  She picks the kids up when they fall and she’s always showing them how good tomorrow could be.  When the world seems really dark, Hope gives the kids a loan of her torch.  Without Hope our kids wouldn’t stand a chance.
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Safe lives happily at Seamab.  She’s warm and friendly and a great listener.  She tucks the kids in at night and stays by their sides when they’re afraid.  Some kids like to hold Safe’s hand, some like to hide behind her and some are just so happy to know she’s there for them. Safe should be there for every child.
